Member Alert:  NYC Steps-Up Enforcement of Fire Code 

The City of New York has increased enforcement of a fire code relating to the storage of oxygen (Title 29 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York). The code, which went into effect on July 1, 2008, is similar to the State Fire Code – the only significant difference is that enforcement is being drastically stepped-up in New York City.  One way to address any concerns is to store any excess cubic footage of oxygen tanks off-site.
